The BS-P1030 Series are 2-way bass-reflex speaker with a built-in 30W digital power amplifier, Speaker are small in size
and feature the wide-band, high quality, makes the ideal for such applications as announcement and music reproduction.

1. SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

* Make sure to observe the instructions in this manual as

the conventions of safety symbols and messages

regarded as very important precautions are included.

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3. SPEAKER INSTALLATION

3.1. Wall Mounting - With Surface-Mount Screws

Note: The surface-mount screws are not supplied with
the unit. Referring to the mounting hole's dimensional
diagram below, prepare the correct type of screws
appropriate to the wall material.
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Step 1. Install two surface-mount screws in the wall 50 mm
apart and leave them sticking out approximately 3
— 5 mm from the wall surface.

Step 2. Connect the DC plug to power supply DC 24V
and connect RCA jack to audio source

Step 3. Place the speaker's rear panel mounting holes
over the two installed screws to mount the speaker
to the wall surface.
